Children will learn to identify all the letters in the alphabet.  This includes both upper and lower case letters.  They will also learn every sound the letter makes.  Children will identify the colors and the color words

Each day students participate in Writer’s Workshop and Houghton Mifflin read.  During this time, students will have the opportunity to both read and write independently.  Children will learn strategies of reading and writing and will then have a chance to try these strategies on their own.

Children will learn to identify more than 100 words by the end of the year that will be added to the word wall list—both in the classroom and a list that is sent home to be posted in a prominent place in your home.

The Math Trailblazer program will help your child learn to count, identify and write numbers to 100.  They will be able to count by 2’s, 5’s, and 10’s.  They will also learn addition, subtraction, shapes, fractions, measurement, time, money, estimation, and much more.

Homework is given daily and should be done by children themselves.  Homework reinforces a concept already introduced at school.  Children should not spend more than 10-15 on homework each evening.  They should simply do what they can in that timeframe and the parent should note if the child ran out of time.

Children go twice a week to the library, twice a week to music, and once a week to gym.

You are your child’s advocate—feel free to call, email or stop by the school to discuss any questions or concerns.  There is an open-door policy.
